THE   BERNHAUER   COLLECTION   COES   TO   CHICAGO

The   famous   Max   Bernhauer   collection   of   Staphylinidae   has
been   purchased   by   the   Chicago   Museum   of   Natural   History   and
is   now   in   that   collection.   Dr.   Rupert   L.   Wenzel   of   the   Chicago
Museum   went   to   Austria   to   supervise   the   packing   and   shipment
of   this   collection   of   100,000   beetles,   which   contains   5,000   types.

This   collection   was   started   in   1898   by   Bernhauer,   who   was   a
minor   public   official   near   Vienna,   and   he   continued   to   add   to   it
until   1946,   when   he   died   of   starvation   in   the   Russian   Zone   of
Austria.   This   collection   is   valuable   not   only   .for   its   types   but
also   because   it   contains   examples   of   most   of   the   known   species
of   this   large   family.
